You must be a junior or mature sophomore.

You must have completed 2 semesters of chemistry by June 2010.

You must be considering a science major or a science-related career.
You do not have to be an A student, but you have to be willing to work.

Student stipends are based strictly on financial need and require an application from a parent or
guardian. First year Project SEED students will receive $2,800 for the full 8-week program. The
eligibility criteria for students to receive this stipend are detailed on part 5 of the application.
Students who do not meet the financial guidelines are still encouraged to apply as there are a few
extra internship positions available and those students can still qualify for program scholarships.

Full-time (40 hours a week) availability for research during the program is required. Part-time
jobs or school must not interfere with the time available for research.

The application has 5 components, (1-2) you complete online with your information, (3) is a
recommendation from your chemistry teacher (preferable) or another science teacher - online, (4) is
your official high school transcript, (5) is your family financial statement for stipend eligibility.

Directions to the IUPUI Lecture Hall — on University, between Michigan and New York.

1-65
From the north: Take Exit 114 and follow West Street (Martin Luther King Jr. Street) south to Michigan Street
and turn west (right).

From the south: Turn onto 1-70 West from 1-65. Take Exit 79A and follow West Street (Martin Luther King Jr.
Street) north to Michigan Street and turn west (left).

1-70
From the west: Take exit 79A and follow West Street (Martin Luther King Jr. Street) north to Michigan Street
and turn west (left).

From the east: Turn onto 1-65 North from I-70 (exit from far left lane). Take Exit 114 to West Street (Martin
Luther King Jr. Street) then south to Michigan Street and turn west (right).

From Michigan Street . . .
Continue west on Michigan to about the middle of the campus. University has a stoplight. On the left you will
see the Campus Center, further to the right you will see the University Hospital and Simon Cancer Center.

For parking, go one more block to the light and make a left onto Barnhill Drive. Again the first left onto
Vermont Street. You may enter either one of the 2 parking structures.

Keep your parking ticket and be prepared for a nominal parking fee when leaving the garage.

Walk over to Lecture Hall. You must cross to the other side of University Street. It is a free standing / not
connected building. Go to Room 102.
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
